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INTRODUCTION

The Uganda Women Entrepreneurship
Programme (UWEP) is an initiative of the
Government of Uganda that is aimed at
improving access to financial services by
Women and equipping them with skills
for enterprise growth, value addition and
marketing of their products and services.
UWEP's objective is to empower Ugandan
Women for economic development.

The Programme is implemented under
the Ministry of Gender, Labour and Social
Development. The Programme begun in the
FY 2015-16 and was launched in February
2018 by the Hon. Prime Minister of Uganda.
The design and implementation of the
Programme is based on the Community
Demand-driven Development (CDD) model.

Rukungiri woman MP, Betty Muzanira(left) with other members visiting a

Recovery of Funds

The repayment of the revolving fund is ongoing across the Country.
Out of a total UGX 8,030,992,282 expected to have be recovered by
the end of December, 2018, UGX 5,425,626,326 has been recovered.
This amount represents 67.6% of the total amount due to date. One
hundred ninety one (191) groups have to date fully paid up (100%
Repayment).

Reduction of the Dependency Syndrome

The revolving funds approach is making a significant impact in
the mind-set of the Women by inculcating positive values of hard
work for a living, as opposed to the non-sustainable quest for free
things (hand-outs). The reports received from the groups indicate
that Women have been able to contribute to the management of
their homes and contribute to school fees of their children and
improve the quality of life in the home.
